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 Manta Reef has a relaxed feel with a thatched lodge consisting of a reception area, 
lounge bar and dining room, and separate timber guest cabins built on stilts against 
the hill - all overlooking the ocean. Further down on the beachfront you’ll find the 
dive centre and beach bar. This is the ideal spot to laze on a hammock with a 
cocktail in hand!
