There are two bars on the property. The Pool Bar and Lunch Terrace serves a variety of cocktails throughout the
day as well as hearty lunches, while the evening bar offers a relaxed atmosphere for pre and after dinner drinks,
accompanied by jazz music and candlelight. House wine, beer and their selection of in-house spirits are included in
the package.
